	The British Council – Caijing Fellowship is designed to support journalists to participate in a training programme in UK, which is one component of Media Project run in co-operation by British Council China and Caijing Magazine since 2003. The training programme is aimed at young journalists specialised in financial and economic reporting, who have shown potential to advance to the top of their profession. The training will be conducted in London. It consists two parts: a four-week study and a four-week placement at British media organisations. British Council China will cover all costs for the training programme except trainees’ international airfares and visa fee.

Applicants must:

· Be Chinese nationals aged between 28 and 45 at the application closing date;

· Be university graduates and have at least five years’ post-qualification experience in financial and economic journalism;

· Have excellent performance in professional job;

· Have good written and oral English skill demonstrated by Level 3 or over in the BULATS test; 

· Working at a media organisation and be permitted by his/her organisation to have a two-month leave for the training;

· Have strong personal motivation to improve the transparency of financial market by promoting media’s role;

· Have an ability to adapt to different environments.

Applications and reference letters are required to be sent to Caijing Magazine before 30 April 2005. Caijing Magazine will review all applications and draw up a shortlist of 15 candidates who meet the selection criteria. The short listed candidates will take BULATS test at British Council office. British Council China will draw up a second shortlist of candidates who reach the required standard in the BULATS test. British Council China and Caijing Magazine invite the candidates to attend an interview. A final list of up to 8 participants plus 1 reserves will be produced and successful candidates will be notified.

Successful candidates will be required to travel to London in July 2005.
