Most people feel lonely sometimes, but it usually only lasts a few minutes and a few hours. This kind of loneliness is not serious. In fact, it is quite normal. For some people, though, loneliness can last for years. Now researchers say there are three different types of loneliness.


The first kind of loneliness is temporary（暂时的）. This is the most common type. It usually disappears quickly and does not require any special attention. The second kind, situational loneliness, is a natural result of a particular situation for example, a family problem, the death of a loved one, or moving to a new place. Although this kind of loneliness can cause physical problems, such as headaches and sleeplessness, it usually does not last for more than a year.


The third kind of loneliness is the most severe. Unlike the second type, chronic（长期的）loneliness usually lasts more than two years and has no specific cause. People who experience habitual loneliness have problem socializing and becoming close to others unfortunately, many chronically lonely people think there is little or nothing they can do to improve their condition.


Psychologists（心理学家）agree that on important factor in loneliness is a person’s social contacts eg. friends, family members, co-workers, etc. we depend on various people for different reasons. For instance, our families give us emotional support, our parents and teachers give us guidance, and our friends share interests and activities. However, psychologists have found that, though lonely people may have many social contacts, they sometimes feel they should have more. They question their own popularity.


Psychologists are trying to find ways to help habitually lonely people for two reasons: they are unhappy and unable to socialize and there is a connection between chronic loneliness and serious illness such as heart disease. While temporary and situational loneliness can be a normal, healthy part of life, chronic loneliness can be a very sad, and sometimes dangerous condition.

There are different ways in which people try to deal with the problem of energy. One way is the greater production of common energy sources（能源）, such as coal, oil and gas. The trouble with these sources, however, is that they are not renewable.


Another way is energy conservation（节能）, which means using energy more efficiently. In some very cold countries people build special houses to save energy. They place materials between the inside and the outside of the walls of the house to keep the cold out and the warmth in. the house is heated by the lights, the body heat of the people and the other equipment in it. Finally, renewable energy sources are used even though they are often expensive to develop. One form of these is geothermal energy. In certain parts of the world the temperature of the earth increases thirty degrees centigrade with each kilometer down. At six kilometers, therefore, it rises to nearly two hundred degrees. To get the heat, water is pumped（抽；压）down into the rocks and back up to the surface. Heat from the earth is already used in certain countries.

How to protect children Web fans from unsuitable material on-line while encouraging them to us the Internet has long been discussed in USA.


For some parents the Internet can seem like a jungle, filled with danger for their children. But jungles contain wonders as well as dangers. With good guides, some education and few precautions（预防措施）, the wilds of the Internet can be safely navigated（航行）. “Kids have to be on-line. If we tell our kids they can’t have access to the Internet we’re cutting them from their future,” said an expert.


Most kids have started to learn to use search engines. Many of them are great for finding tons of interesting sites, and they can also locate places where you might not want your kids to go. There are search engines designed just for kids. A certain software contains only sites that have been selected as safe. But the most popular that was to limit access would be to use what is known as“ a content screener（过滤器）”. But this can’t be wholly reliable（可靠的）, and the best thing parents can do is to talk to their kids and let them know what’s OK or not OK to see or do on the Internet. Another way is that mum or dad is nearby when the child is surfing the Internet.


A few other tips:


---Don't put the PC in a child's room but keep it in an area where mum or dad can keep an eye on things. That also makes the Internet more of a family activity.


---Ask your child what he or she has been doing and about any friends they make on-line.


---Tell your child not to give on-line strangers personal information, especially details like address and phone number.


---And tell your children never to talk to anyone they meet on-line over the phone, send them anything, accept anything from them or agree to meet with them unless you go alone.
